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Resumo

Esta dissertacéo realizou um estudo sobre as agptipermanéncias nas relacbes entre
escatologia e politica no pentecostalismo brasileisobre como a analise das concepcdes
escatoldgicas pentecostais pode ajudar a comprea@sdezdes de sua participacdo na
politica eleitoral brasileira a partir de meadosddgada de 1980. Partindo da aparente
contradicdo entre a confissdo de uma crenca e§gatal pré-milenarista que, segundo
estudos anteriores, seria responsavel pelo sentagsapatia politica do pentecostalismo
brasileiro, e a sua entrada efetiva na politicitceld, buscou-se analisar as concepcgoes
escatoldgicas e as expectativas milenaristas degmstalismo num didlogo com a historia
das crengas escatologicas. A pesquisa privilegiestodo do desenvolvimento historico e
das transformacdes teoldgicas do pentecostalisasildiro e de sua escatologia. Buscou-
se relacionar as crencas sobre o fim dos tempgsespectativas sobre o advento de um
reino milenar com 0s contextos sociais, politicoshistoricos onde tais crencas se
manifestaram ao longo da historia. Percebeu-se mpra, melhor compreender as crencgas
escatoldgicas do pentecostalismo brasileiro, devevitar o uso de conceitos teoldgicos
fechados e procurar enxerga-las como um amélgamagajuntamento de elementos
distintos que acabam por formar um todo. O simphegiadramento do pentecostalismo na
categoria escatologica pré-milenarista, com suaserpientes implicagées sociopoliticas,

tornou-se problematico para a compreensdo destenfamo. A atual configuracdo das
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crencas escatoldgicas do pentecostalismo brasfiéipmde ser compreendida a luz do seu
desenvolvimento historico e do seu contexto sogialitico e teoldgico. Neste sentido,
devem ser levados em conta nessa analise: asomaagbes na religiosidade brasileira
contemporanea, as influéncias do pensamento nemfsttalista norte-americano no
pentecostalismo brasileiro e as relagbes entrecat@sgia e as expectativas de poder

politico.
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Abstract

This dissertation made a study about the rupturdgparmanences in the relations between
eschatology and politics in brazilian pentecostaliand about how the analysis of the
pentecostal’'s eschatological conceptions can hedp understanding reasons of their
participation on the brazilian electoral policyrgtd in the middle of 1980 decade. Starting
from an appearently contradiction between the csif@ of a premillennial eschatologic
belief that, according to previous studies, will bee responsable for the brazilian
pentecostalism’s sectarism and political apathg, ineffective entrance on the electoral
policy, searched to analyse the pentecostalismchaésdogical conceptions and
millennialists expectations in a dialogue with thschatological beliefs™ history. The
research privileged the study of the brazilian peostalism and its escatology's historic
development and theological transformations. Sear¢h relate the beliefs about the end
of times and the expectations about the millenkiedom advent with the social, political
and historic contexts where these beliefs has rsteifl on the course of history. Perceived
that, to best understanding of brazilian pentetisatas escahatological beliefs, the use of
closed theological concepts must be avoided ang tleed to be seen as a amalgam, a
joinning of distinct elements that ends on builtthg whole idea. The simple squarement
of the pentecostalism at the premillennialist etulbgical category, with its consequent
socialpolitical implications, became problematice tlunderstanding this phenomenon.

Nowadays the configuration of brazilian pentecastaleschatological beliefs only can be
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understood by the light of its historical develomiand its social, political and theological
context. In this sense, the contemporary brazilr@igiosity transformations, the
northamerican neofundamentalist thought influertcthe brazilian pentecostalism and the
relations between eschatology and political powgreetations should be take in account
on this analysis.
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
