This academic work approaches how much politics must to emotion in the
interpersonal relations that projects and generates its effects in relation to the State
and the institutions, and other States. It concerns concepts in which ahead
inscribes Psychic Vulnerability of the human being of the vainglory of the power
and its fancy of resistance to the authoritarian and omnipresent power during the
colonia period of of Hispanic America, focus at Bolivia. The concept of Psychic
